The Lupus Reseaich \mendments of
1995 would expend clinical ieseaich foi
the disco\ ei\ and e\ aluation of new
tieatments encouiage the cooidina
tion of impio\ed scieemng techniques
and impio\e infoimation and education
piogiams foi health caie piofessionals
and the public In addition ieseaiching
the cause of lupus ma\ ie\eal othei ab
noimahties of the immune s\ stem and
this knowledge could help expeits bet
tei undeistand ielated illnesses Itis to
this end that Iieintioduce this legisla
tion which authonzes funding of $20
million foi fiscal \eai 1996 and such
sums as ma\ be necessai\ foi both fis
cal\eais 1997 and 1998
